For this assignment you are to choose from one of the topics below and conduct research. You will be working with a partner; however, you are to split the work up so each partner does their own work. 

The topics are:

Weaponry of the 16th / 17th century

Plagues

The history of Romeo and Juliet

There are three parts to this assignment:

Part 1

A 8-10 minute presentation (4-5 minutes each) where you present your material to the class. Make sure each person speaks for approximately 5 minutes, as you will be marked individually.  You are encouraged to use visuals: movie clips, photos, etc. Do not read off your notes, make as much eye contact with the audience as possible, the better you know your material the easier this will be!

Part 2

All rough notes must be handed to the teacher at the end of your presentation. Your assignment WILL NOT be marked until these notes are handed in. In addition, a bibliography of your researched sources must be handed in to the teacher at the end of your presentation. Each group member must hand in his or her own and include at least 3 sources; only one can be from the Internet. This must be in proper MLA format. Refer to the MLA booklet given in class. 

Part 3

A PowerPoint or Prezi must accompany your presentation. This will be a separate mark. Only one needs to be completed per pair.

You will have ample time in class to work on this assignment. You are responsible to use your time wisely. Everyone must be ready to present on the first day of presentations. Names will be drawn at random.
