In a group of 4-5 students you will be given a section from Act II, Scene ii to paraphrase. Paraphrase means to put into your own words (everyday English). 

You can only use four words from the original text (excluding the names “Romeo” and “Juliet” and small transition words, such as, “it”, “is”, “the”, etc. 

Once you have translated/paraphrased your section, one or two members of the group will share your work with the rest of the class.

There is no formal evaluation for this activity, but will be assessed informally based on how well you group work together to complete the task.
