· Include a lead, a thesis in your introduction.
· Body paragraphs must include topic sentences, at least two examples and a concluding/connecting sentence. 
· Include a conclusion that restates the thesis, summarizes the supporting points and incorporates footprints that do not introduce any new information. 
· The assignment must be typed and double-spaced. You will be given time in the computer lab to type your paragraphs.
· Please include a cover page with your name, a title for your paragraphs and the date. 
· No outside sources need to be used for this essay. Only your own personal experiences/observations and the short story should be used.
