To Kill a Mockingbird Media Assignment
For this assignment, you will choose one of two options, based on PART ONE of To Kill a Mockingbird. Please read over each option before making your choice. 
OPTION #1

Create a story board based on a scene from To Kill a Mockingbird. The scene must be chosen from Part One. 
	A storyboard is a panel or panels on which a sequence of sketches depict the significant changes of action and scene in a planned film, as for a movie, television show, or advertisement.  (Source: Dictionary.com)


Basically, you are pretending you are going to film a scene from the book and are in the planning stages of what each frame should look like.  Storyboards are very similar to comic strips. See example from The Wizard Of Oz.
Guidelines:

· Your storyboard must consist of at least 6 frames.

· An explanation of the scene chosen and reasons why this scene was chosen must be included with this assignment. This can either be handed in separately or with the storyboard.

· Please note that not everyone is an artist, you are not being marked for how well you can draw, but that you can break up a scene from the novel and apply it to a visual concept.

OPTION #2

Create a movie poster for the film adaptation of To Kill a Mockingbird

Guidelines: 

· Choose a minimum of 4 characters from the novel. 

· You will then choose 4 famous actors/actresses to play the roles of your chosen characters. 

· Your poster will advertise this new exciting movie version of our novel, which will be released on December 19, 2014.
· You can use magazine pictures, your own drawings, photos from the Internet. 

· BE CREATIVE! Your poster should make people want to see the movie!

· Include an explanatory paragraph for each of the characters you have chosen, explaining your reasons for choosing the actors/actresses you have.
