GUIDELINES:

· What would you want to have accomplished in your life?
Consider:

Circumstances (age, place, cause and date) of death, childhood, personality traits, education, jobs/careers, places lived, interests/hobbies, accomplishments, family (spouse/partner, children, grandchildren, parents and siblings), and include quotes said by you and people who knew you.

Your assignment should be typed and double spaced, approximately 150 – 200 words.  We will have a period in the computer lab to type your work. 

Read over Shakespeare’s obituary, pages 10-12, before beginning to write your own. Be creative!
