In order to write your ISU essay, you must consider the independent text that you have been reading throughout the semester, as well as either Othello or The Great Gatsby. You must find a commonality between the two texts, and write a comparison essay. 
In order to develop your thesis you should consider:
1. The time period your novels take place.

2. If your books share the same author.

3. The major themes and ideas of your books. 

4. If the main characters are going through similar struggles. 
A follow-up handout will be given to assist in creating your thesis. Your thesis must be approved before starting to write your outline.

· Your final copy should be between 5-6 pages in length. 

· You must include a Works Cited page with your essay, citing both texts and all outside information you may have used in your essay. 

· In-text citations must also be included within this essay whenever quotations are used. 
· The essay must include a formal title page with an interesting title and all outlines, rough drafts, research notes. Your essay will not be marked if there is no process work included.
· A rubric must be handed in with your final copy.
