Suggested Topics:

· How the novel(s) connects to current events

· The social, historical, cultural or political context in which the novel(s) was written

· How the novel(s) reflect values or perspectives that are visible or invisible in society today

Guidelines:
· Connect your presentation topic to course texts. This will help the class (and yourself) prepare for the exam. 

· The class should be involved – include interactive activities in your presentation. 
· Use visual aids/media – a Powerpoint is the easiest and most effective way. 
· Be energetic and interested in your material

· Be informative and knowledgeable

· A question-answer period will take place at the end of your presentation. As the presenter, you will be graded on your ability to take questions from the audience. As the audience, please be prepared to ask questions.
