Choose one of the following passages and do a close textual analysis of it. Examine the development of thematic concepts, imagery/symbolism, character development OR author’s purpose. 
You should include a topic and concluding sentence which unites your paragraph. 

Be sure to include specific references from the novel to support your points. Please cite using MLA when you use an example from the text. 
Hand in all process work – notes, drafts and revisions. 

Your assignment must be typed. It should be about 1-1.5 pages in length, but it may be longer. 

Choose either:

“I believe that on the first night I went to Gatsby’s house I was one of the few guests who had actually been invited…Sometimes they came and went without having met Gatsby at all, came for the party with a simplicity of heart that was its own ticket of admission” (Fitzgerald 43)
OR

“He smiled understandingly — much more than understandingly. It was one of those rare smiles with a quality of eternal reassurance in it, that you may come across four or five times in life” (Fitzgerald 49) 
OR

“Every one suspects themselves of at least one of the cardinal virtues, and this is mine: I am one of the few honest people that I have ever known” (Fitzgerald 59)
